Creating a Movie using MovieMaker with Audacity
Create a simple sound file

Click on Start button, select All Programs, Accessories, Entertainment, Sound Recorder  (you can right click and drag to desktop for easier access in future)
Now you should see a small dialogue box that says, “Sound- Sound Recorder”

When you click on the record button (circle on far right along the bottom)
you can record up to one minute of a sound file.  

Click Stop button when you are done talking.
You can listen to what you just recorded by clicking rewind and play.

When your recording is finished, save the file by clicking on File, Save As. 
(It helps to create a new folder under “My Music” folder to hold your sound clips)

Please save your sound files in the folder under “My Music” titled “Sound Bites”

Create a movie using MovieMaker

Sometimes hidden under All Programs, Accessories, Entertainment

Click on Start button, Windows Movie Maker (left column)
Please remember!!  Pictures do NOT reside in MovieMaker, so the path has to stay valid.  For example, if the picture is on a USB stick, that USB stick has to be plugged in for MovieMaker to access the picture.  It’s easiest to keep all the pictures downloaded on the hard-drive.

Importing a picture or video file
Click on Import Pictures to bring new pictures into your collection area to use.

For video, you can capture it directly from the video camera or pull one from where it is stored (like a hard-drive or USB key).

Import a sound file
Click on Import audio or music (under #1 in left column)

A dialogue box pops up, find the sound file you want to use, click on the file name to highlight it, then click on Import button  (lower right corner)
Voila! A new box appears in the Collections area with a music note on it.

To hear the clip, right click on the box and select Play Clip.

You can also rename the clip by right clicking and selecting Rename.

Building your movie

In the collections area, left click and drag the picture you would like to see first down into the far left large box.
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Now add a few more pictures.
Adding sound

Just above your storyboard pictures and starting on the left there is a set of icons, the farthest right saying “Show Timeline”

Click Show Timeline  (this is a toggle, click again and it will go back to storyboard)
(You are now looking at 3 tracks ~ video (pictures) on top, audio/music in middle, and then title overlay on the bottom.)

Left click and drag the sound file you want as opening music into the Audio/Music track.   Where you drop it will be where it plays.

To move it, place the cursor over the middle of the box you just dropped in so that the cursor turns into a hand. Left click and drag the box to your starting point.
Editing sound

You can cut off the beginning or the end of the sound file by holding the cursor over the end until it turns into a red double-sided arrow.  Click and drag to cut of the piece.

Remember to save your movie, File Save Project As, and name it.  This is your working file name.
When your movie slideshow is completely finished, use “Save Movie File” so you can use it in other programs like PowerPoint.
Recording sound files in Audacity
Double click on the headphones icon on the Desktop ~ Audacity.
Click on the record button and talk.

When working in Audacity, save using Save Project As… but when it is finished, export as WAV to your “My Music” folder under your “Sound Bites” folder.

Dropping movie into PowerPoint
When in PowerPoint, click on Insert, Movies and Sounds, Movie from File.

Tip:  To play the movie, move cursor until it turns into a hand before clicking.

To end movie and go to next PowerPoint slide, move cursor until it turns back into an arrow.
Adding CD music to MovieMaker

First you have to save the song as a file, insert CD (you want to rip it) if that option comes up automatically, then use it.  Otherwise, start Windows Media Player, click on Rip button along the top toolbar, keep only those tracks checked that you want to copy to your files.  Click on Rip button again and select the top option “Rip Unknown Album” (maybe the album name will show here sometimes).  

You can watch the progress under the column with the heading Rip Status.

Along the bottom right corner it tells you how many tracks are left to rip. Once it says, “Ripped to library” you are done.

Import into MovieMaker like any other audio file (probably under Unknown Album folder)
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
