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Introduction

This report is intended to provide a “QuickLook” summary of recent CDTDPO sponsored vessel tracking results obtained off the coast of New Jersey. Tests were run on July 30, 2003 with a 41 foot SeaTow vessel and on October 8t, 2003 with a smaller 25 foot SeaTow vessels.  For each set of runs detections and tracks were calculated for several different parameters.  The detections and tracks are compared to onboard GPS for  ground truth.  Relevant parameters are explained and defined below.
